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Police Report November 2016
Beat Area MS01 / MS02 – Gorebridge / Gowkshill

Between 18th October and 16th November 2016, in the beat area MS01 (Gorebridge) there were 35 recorded crimes, of which 22 were solved. This is a solvency rate of 63%.

Between 20th September and 18th October 2016, in the beat area MS02 (Gowkshill) there were  4 recorded crimes, of which 3 were solved. This gives a solvency rate of 75%.

During this time period there were 190 calls to Police for both areas.
Incidents of Note

· .On 19/10/2016 at Dundas gardens, youths stole a grey wheelie bin from outside a house then later set light to it in a nearby park. The youths concerned have not yet been identified.

· Between 22/10/2016 – 30/10/2016 an attewmpt was made to break into a detached garage on Lady Brae. It’s security was not overcome and nothing was stolen 

· On 27/10/2016 a vehicle was vandalised by a group of youths on Vogire Road. The owner initially gave chase but subsequent police enquiries have not yet identified those concerned.  

· On 28/10/2016 on A7 near Birkenside, a driver failed to stop after a road traffic collision. He was traced soon after and subsequently arrested then charged with drink driving, driving whilst disqualified and various other road traffic offences. He was held in custody and appeared at Edinburgh Sheriff Court the following day.

· In the early hours of 28/10/2016, a car parked on a driveway in Birkenside was vandalised by a corrosive substance being thrown over it. Enquiries are ongoing to trace the perpetrator.

· On 10/11/2016, tools were stolen from an insecure Midlothian Council van within their Stobhill recycling depot. There is CCTV footage of this and enquiries are ongoing.

· On 22/10/2016 at Whitehill Crescent, a car was set alight. No one was within and the blaze was dealt with by the Fire Service.

LOCK DOWN CRIME

The "Lock down crime in Midlothian" campaign is officially up and running. Police Scotland would like to make people aware of what we are trying to achieve and also publicise the upcoming road show events to promote and support this.

In short - it is a crime prevention campaign focusing on home and business security to try and encourage members of the public to protect themselves from becoming victims of HB's, slip ins and such like.

The website offers helpful links and numbers to outside agencies and also tips and hints on how to secure your home, garden, shed and garage.

The other thing to publicise is the shed alarms and DNA property marking kits, which are being sold together as a pack for £15 from Dalkeith Police Station. The DNA marking kit is normally over £30 alone and normally only sold to trade.

Road show events will be taking place in various locations. Members of the Community Safety and Justice Partnership as well as police officers will attend them. This will be a chance to publicise the campaign, speak to the public about it and there will be shed alarms and marking kits available to buy as well.
